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HOW DO I GET STARTED HOMESCHOOLING IN ALABAMA?

Legal Information

Homeschooling is legal in all 50 states.  In the state of Alabama, there is a church school option (recommended) and a private

Questions to ask when evaluating a church school for the “right fit.”

1. Are you currently accepting new members?  (Some groups accept members year-round and some only for a few weeks

in the early summer.)

2. What are your fees?

3. What are your requirements?  

4. What do I need to do to enroll with your group?

Curriculum

If you prefer traditional methods of schooling and you want to follow a scope and sequence, you would probably feel more

comfortable with A Beka Book, Bob Jones, Alpha Omega, Christian Liberty Press, etc.

However, if you are willing to deviate from the traditional, your options are endless.  You might want to consider unit studies,

sometimes called “delight-directed” learning, (especially if you have more than one student and want to teach all students at

one time), unschooling, the Charlotte Mason method, or Sonlight to name just a few.  For an overview of the most common

homeschooling approaches, see our website:
